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Section 1 
BACKGROUND 

1.1 FDEP Innovative Recycling Grant Program 
Since 1997, the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) has been 
making grant funds available through its Innovative Recycling and Waste Reduction 
Grant (Grant) program.  These Grants have been made available on an annual 
competitive basis to Florida communities interested in implementing innovative 
recycling projects for non-traditional materials. Grants were not awarded during FY 
2001-02, and 2002-03, because the Legislature did not allocate money in the budget to 
fund the grants during those years. During its 2002 session, the Legislature reinstated 
the Innovative Recycling and Waste Reduction Grants program beginning with FY 
2003-04.  

1.2 Project Background 
In the past decade, consumers’ growing dependence on electronic products, both at 
home and in the workplace, has given rise to a new environmental challenge:  
electronic waste. 

It is estimated that by 2004, there will be more than 315 million obsolete computers in 
the U.S. destined for disposal.  Recent estimates suggest that more than 160,000 
computers have already been discarded into Florida landfills.  These disposal figures 
are estimated to increase to 420,000 by 2005. 

In addition, the environmental risks, such as air and groundwater contamination, posed 
by landfilling or incinerating electronic components have only recently become 
known. 

These facts point out the importance of developing an infrastructure for recycling and 
properly disposing of electronic components. 

 

1.2.1 Why Recycle Electronics? 
A recent study by the U. S. Environmental Protection Agency shows that electronics 
already make up approximately 1 percent of the municipal waste stream.  Research 
shows that electronics waste is growing at three times the rate of other municipal 
waste.  According to the U.S. EPA, consumers should be concerned because: 

 Over 20 million personal computers became obsolete in 1998 and only 13 percent 
were reused or recycled. 
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 Electronic circuit boards, batteries, and color cathode ray tubes (CRTs) can 
contain hazardous materials such as lead, mercury, and hexavalent chromium.  If 
improperly handled or disposed, these toxins can be released into the environment 
through incinerator ash or landfill leachate. 

 In just one year, over 112 million pounds of valuable materials were recovered 
from disposed electronics for recycling and reuse.  Materials included steel, glass, 
plastics and precious metals. 

1.2.2 How Can You Recycle Electronics? 
There are a number of methods for reducing the amount of electronic waste being 
disposed including: 

 Reuse:  Schools, non-profit organizations and lower-income families can benefit 
from your equipment if it is still functional.  

 Donation: Many charitable organizations and training programs repair equipment 
for reuse.  

 Recycling: A growing number of municipalities offer electronics collection as 
part of household hazardous waste collections or special events.  

 Buying Green Products: Look for electronics that:   

 Are made with fewer toxins  

 Use recycled content  

 Are energy efficient  

 Are designed for easy upgrade or disassembly  

 Use less packaging  

 Offer lease or takeback options 

1.2.3 Panhandle Regional Electronics Recycling Program 
Concerned by the growing amount of electronic waste and the inadequacy of existing 
infrastructure to safely deal with potential environmental contaminants, Escambia 
County partnered with neighboring Okaloosa and Santa Rosa Counties to apply for a 
FDEP Innovative Recycling and Waste Reduction Grant (grant) to develop and 
implement a tri-county electronics recycling program.  In addition to the three partner 
Counties, R. W. Beck, Inc., an Orlando based consulting firm was added as a project 
partner, along with Unicor, a recycling processor and division of Federal Prison 
Industries. 

The Counties were successful in their grant bid and were awarded $350,000 in grant 
funding to develop and implement an innovative 3-year regional electronic product 
collection & recycling infrastructure project. 

The project was initiated in July of 2001. 
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Section 2 
PROJECT INITIATION 

The project kick-off meeting for the Panhandle Regional Electronics Recycling 
Program (RERP) was held July 19, 2001 at the Marianna State Prison in Marianna, 
Florida.  The State facility is the home of Unicor, the project recycling processing 
partner and a division of Federal Prison Industries, Inc. 

The kick-off meeting was attended by representatives from each of the partnering 
agencies.  The following table shows the meetings participants and the entity they 
represented.

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Section 4 
RECYCLING COLLECTION 

As part of the initial project planning, the TAG felt that the RERP would achieve 
maximum participation if electronics were collected through a variety of methods and 
locations. 

One of the project’s goals was to use existing Household Hazardous Waste (HHW) 
programs and infrastructure as much as possible to reduce expenses and expedite 
implementation of collection programs and events. 

Using their existing HHW programs as a guideline, each of the three Counties 
conducted electronics collection through three primary sources: 

 Weekend collection events; 

 Stationary drop-off facilities; and 

 Mobile collection events. 

Each of these collection methodologies is discussed in greater detail, by County in 
Subsections 4.2, 4.3, and 4.4 of this section. 

4.1 What Can Be Recycled? 
The TAG developed the following list of electronic components to be accepted by the 
RERP: 

 Computers 

 Monitors 

 Keyboards 

 Mice 

 Terminals

All items accepted have to be clean and dry.  Items that have been stored outdoors are 
not accepted. 

4.2 Escambia County 
As the lead County on the RERP 
project, Escambia County 
implemented the most aggressive 
collection effort.  The County relied 
primarily on monthly collection 
events which were conducted at the 
Perdido Landfill on the second 
Saturday of every month from 8:00 
a.m. - 12:00 p.m. 

These monthly collection events or 
Amnesty Days were implemented in 
January of 2002 and conducted 
through September 2003.  After the completion of the grant period, the County has 
decided to discontinue the monthly collection events and rely on mobile collection 
events conducted as part of the County’s HHW program. 

In addition to the mobile collection events, the County also conducted quarterly 
“Regional Round Up” events at area public schools. 

4.3 Okaloosa County 
Okaloosa County’s primary method for conducting electronics collection was to host a 
series of special collection events.  These Amnesty Days were conducted once per 

year at the Okaloosa 
County Fairgrounds. 

Promoted heavily with 
TV, radio and 
newspaper advertising, 
these Amnesty Days 
were well attended with 
some events averaging 
more than 200 
participants. 

As part of the Amnesty 
Days, the County 
encouraged participants 
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to complete a consumer survey.  This survey was designed to gather information 
critical to aiding the RERP in developing a sustainable recycling infrastructure.  A 
copy of the survey is included in Appendix A-Sample Forms and Promotional 
Material.  

In addition to the annual Amnesty Day events, the County also collected electronics 
every Thursday from1:00 p.m. - 3:00 p.m., by appointment at the County Recycling 
facility at 84 Ready Avenue.  There is no charge for local residents to recycle 
electronic components. 

4.4 Santa Rosa County 
Santa Rosa County 
focused on conducting 
electronics collection 
through their regular 
Annual HHW Amnesty 
Day event. 

The annual event is held 
at two locations within 
the County and normally 
attracts around 300 
participants. 

In addition to the annual 
HHW event, the County 
also collected electronics 
at the County landfill 
throughout the year. 
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Section 5 
PROGRAM PROMOTION 

The RERP employed a variety 
of methods for promoting the 
implementation of the 
electronics collection program 
and to publicize special 
collection events.  In an effort 
to keep costs down and stretch 
grant funding, promotional 
efforts were focused primarily 
on free or low cost 
alternatives. 

The Counties also spent a 
limited amount of funding on 
some higher profile 
promotional opportunities. 

5.1 Free Promotional Opportunities 
As previously mentioned, the RERP focused the bulk of promotional activity on free 
opportunities to maximize grant funding.  These promotional opportunities included 
news releases, television and radio advertising and newspaper articles. 

5.1.1 News Releases 
RERP project consultant R. W. Beck, Inc. developed news releases for each of the 
special collection events that were conducted.  R. W. Beck worked with County public 
relations representatives to distribute the news releases on County letterhead to local 
media affiliates including newspapers, television stations, and radio stations. 

5.1.2 Television and Radio Ads 
As a result of the news releases, local television and radio stations agreed to promote 
the special collection events with free Public Service Announcements (PSAs).  These 
announcements aired at various times on both television and radio stations informing 
residents of the dates, times and locations of collection events.  The ads also provided 
contact information for residents requiring additional information.  A sample news 
release is included in Appendix A-Sample Forms and Promotional Materials. 
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5.1.3 Newspaper Articles 
Another result of the news release was an increase in local media interest in the project 
which resulted in a couple of articles in the local papers.  Okaloosa County’s first 
Amnesty Day was covered by a local reporter for the Northwest Daily News who 
interviewed Okaloosa County Recycling Coordinator, Jim Reece, prior to the event.  
The reporter then attended the collection event, along with a photographer, and 
interviewed participants.  The resulting story ran on the front page of the local news 
section in the Sunday paper accompanied by a color photo.  This article generated 
additional public interest and participation in the electronic recycling program 

5.2 Low Cost Promotional Opportunities 
After fully utilizing all free promotional opportunities, the RERP focused the next 
level of promotional activity on low cost alternatives.  This included producing flyers 
and brochures in-house. 

5.2.1 Flyers 
RERP project consultant, R. W. Beck, Inc. designed and printed flyers for each of the 
three counties providing the details for regularly scheduled electronics collection 
events, as well as additional flyers for special events.  The flyers were then distributed 
directly to residents at County offices and facilities.  Sample flyers are included in 
Appendix A-Sample Forms and Promotional Materials. 

5.2.2 Brochures 
RERP project consultant, R. W. Beck, Inc. designed and printed brochures for 
Escambia County providing the details for regularly scheduled electronics collection 
events.  The brochures were then distributed directly to residents at County offices and 
facilities.  Escambia County’s brochure is included in Appendix A-Sample Forms and 
Promotional Materials. 

5.3 Other Promotional Opportunities 
The RERP employed two higher- cost promotional opportunities designed to reach the 
maximum number of residents:  newspaper ads and billboard advertising. 

5.3.1 Newspaper Ads 
The RERP used newspaper ads to promote special collection events in Okaloosa and 
Santa Rosa Counties.  Okaloosa held two annual Electronics Amnesty Days and used 
newspaper ads in the Bay Beacon and the Northwest Florida Daily News newspapers 
to promote both of them. 

Santa Rosa County held two annual HHW Amnesty Days.  The County did not use 
newspaper advertising to promote the first HHW event and experienced a poor 
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turnout.  After seeing Okaloosa County’s first Amnesty Day promoted with newspaper 
advertising garner more than 200 participants, Santa Rosa County decided to place ads 
in the Gulf Breeze News and the Santa Rosa Press Gazette to promote the second 
HHW event. 

Sample ads are included in Appendix A-Sample Forms and Promotional Materials. 

5.3.2 Billboards 
Escambia County decided to invest in several billboards placed in strategic locations 
throughout the County.  The billboards were a high visibility method of promoting the 
electronics collection program and were seen by hundreds of residents on a daily 
basis. 
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Section 6 
VENDOR PROCUREMENT 

At the RERP’s initial implementation, the Counties had an informal agreement, but no 
formal contract with Unicor, to pick up and process electronics. 

Without a contract, the three Counties soon realized that Unicor considered them a 
“lower priority” than clients with contracts.  Unicor regarded pick-ups of electronics in 
Escambia, Okaloosa and Santa Rosa Counties as a courtesy rather than an obligation 
and this sometimes delayed pick-ups resulting in an overflow of electronics and 
creating storage issues for the Counties. 

As the project progressed, the Counties also realized that Unicor’s processing costs 
were not consistent from County to County or even from pick-up to pick-up within a 
particular County. 

For these reasons, the Counties decided to issue a formal bid for electronics processing 
in FY2 of the project with Escambia serving as the lead County for the contract. 

6.1 Request for Proposals (RFP) 
Project consultant R. W. Beck, Inc. developed a Request for Proposals (RFP) that the 
Counties issued on December 16, 2002 (Appendix B).  The due date for submission of 
proposal responses was January 7, 2003. 

When the closing date arrived, the RERP had only received one submission in 
response to the RFP and it was from Unicor. 

The Counties then had to decide whether to proceed with only one bid or to rebid in an 
effort to generate more responses from additional electronics recycling processors. 

After reviewing Unicor’s bid, the Counties decided to forgo a rebid and proceed with 
the procurement.  After all three Counties carefully reviewing pricing and processing 
costs, Escambia County awarded the contract awarded to Unicor (Appendix C). 

The new contract ensures priority service got the RERP and locks in a competitive 
cost structure for the duration of the contract. 

6.2 Processor 
UNICOR is a division of Federal Prison Industries, Inc.  It is Federal Prison 
Industries’ mission to employ and provide skills training to the greatest practicable 
number of inmates confined within the Federal Bureau of Prisons and produce market-
price quality goods for sale to the Federal Government. 
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UNICOR demanufactures and recycles electronic waste in accordance with the Land 
Ban Act of May 1994, 40 CFR, Parts 260-279.  UNICOR was also formerly the 
national contract holder for electronics recycling for Dell Computers.

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Section 7 
PROJECT RESULTS 

Collectively, the three partner Counties have collected over 7,500 electronic units 
during the grant period.  The program has also had approximately 1,500 participants in 
three-County area. 

Together, the three Counties conducted more than 34 events during the grant period. 

The RERP worked to publicize the collection program with billboards in Escambia 
County, local TV and radio station Public Service Announcements, brochures and 
flyers, and advertising in local newspapers. 

7.1 Escambia County 
Escambia County collected data at each of the monthly collection events that were 
held at the Perdido Landfill.  The County’s data forms for each event are included in 
Appendix D of this report.

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7.1.1 What Does the Future Hold? 
Escambia County has decided to discontinue monthly collection events at the Perdido 
Landfill upon completion of the grant funding period.  Instead, the County will rely on 
their existing mobile HHW collection events which are held monthly throughout the 
County. 

In addition, the County also hosts quarterly Regional Roundup collection events at 
area public schools which are open to all County residents. 

Residents will also continue to have the option of dropping-off materials at the 
Perdido Landfill. 

At some point in the future, the County may consider implementing a disposal fee to 
cover the processing costs for electronic components. 

7.2 Okaloosa County 
Okaloosa County collected data at each of the two annual Amnesty Day collection 
events that were held at the Okaloosa County Fairgrounds.  Approximately three 
hundred participants were surveyed during the events. A sample survey form is 
included in Appendix A-Sample Forms and Promotional Materials.

7.2.1 What Does the Future Hold? 
Okaloosa County will continue to collect electronics every Thursday, by appointment 
at the County Recycling facility at 84 Ready Avenue.  Appointments are available 
from 1:00 p.m. - 3:00 p.m. There is no charge for local residents to recycle electronics 
at the County facility. 

Okaloosa County will also continue to conduct periodic Amnesty Days at the County 
fairgrounds. 

7.3 Santa Rosa County 
During the grant period, Santa Rosa County conducted two annual HHW amnesty 
days which included the collection of electronics.  The County did not receive any 
electronics during either event. 

Throughout the grant period, the County has minimal amounts of electronics collected 
via drop-off at the County landfill but not enough to sustain a regular collection 
program. 

7.3.1 What Does the Future Hold? 
Due to the limited participation by County residents during the grant funding period, 
Santa Rosa County will probably discontinue collecting electronics.

Background 
It is estimated that by the year 2004, there will be more than 315 million obsolete computers in the U.S. 
destined for disposal.  Recent estimates suggest that more than 160,000 computers have already been 
discarded into Florida landfills.  These disposal figures are projected to increase to 420,000 by 2005.  In 
addition, we have only recently become aware of the environmental risks to air and groundwater 
contamination posed by landfilling or incinerating electronic components. 

The Florida Department of Environmental Protection (FDEP) makes grant funds available on an annual 
competitive basis to Florida counties interested in implementing innovative recycling projects for non-
traditional materials. Escambia, Santa Rosa, and Okaloosa Counties received grant funding to develop a 
regional end-of-life electronics collection and recycling program in Escambia, Okaloosa, and Santa Rosa 
Counties. 

The Counties are currently seeking bids from qualified vendors for the recycling/reclamation (disposal as 
a last option) of end-of-life electronics. 

Scope of Services 
All three Counties are currently collecting end-of-life electronics.  Cathode ray tubes (CRTs) from 
television sets and computer monitors may contain up to eight pounds of lead and should not be disposed 
in County landfills.  The diversion of this waste stream is the primary focus of this request for proposals, 
however, certain electronic parts are valuable for their precious metal content or may be reused by other 
consumers.  Vendors are requested to bid on complete, unaltered electronic pieces and on electronic 
pieces that have been broken down (demanufactured) into component parts. 

At this time, Escambia County (the lead County on this project) is seeking bids from qualified vendors to 
provide recycling/reclamation services for end-of-life electronics.  Escambia County is requesting pricing 
for two options: 1. Siting a trailer onsite and 2. Providing freight/transportation.  The other two project 
Counties are requesting pricing only for freight/transportation. 

1. Potential vendors shall submit prices for the type and size of electronic equipment and processing 
methods listed on the BID PRICES FOR WASTE STREAM PROCESSING forms 
(ATTACHMENTS A - D) in order to be considered for this contract.  Bid only on the specific 
material listed in each line item.  All electronic wastes produced at the Counties will be shrink-
wrapped onto pallets and/or placed in containers according to mutual agreement between the 
successful bidder and the Counties in accordance with DOT regulations. 

2. Potential vendors should submit pricing for Option 1: Siting a trailer at the Perdido Landfill in 
Escambia County. 

3. Potential vendors should submit pricing for Option 2: Providing freight/transportation for electronics 
that have been collected at the Perdido Landfill in Escambia County (SERVICE CALL). 

4. Potential vendors should submit pricing for providing freight/transportation for electronics that have 
been collected in Okaloosa County (SERVICE CALL). 

5. Potential vendors should submit pricing for providing freight/transportation for electronics that have 
been collected in Santa Rosa County (SERVICE CALL). 

6. Potential vendors should submit pricing for assisting the Counties in staffing special collection events 
on BID PRICES FOR SPECIAL COLLECTION EVENTS (ATTACHMENT E).   Pricing should be 
itemized to include provision of a trailer, pallets,  containers and any other necessary equipment, and 
labor. 



7. Contract Period shall be from award of contract through XXXXXX.  The Counties reserve the option 
to extend the period of bid award.

 Registered as a handler of universal waste mercury-containing devices per Rule 62-737.400(3), 
F.A.C.  Any hazardous portions of the Counties' waste that are not recycled or beneficially reused 
shall only be delivered to fully-permitted Part B RCRA facilities which maintain a permit form 
the Environmental Protection Agency (EPA) or from an authorized State and are designated as a 
Treatment, Storage, and Disposal Facility as defined in 40 CFR 264.  As part of this bid request, 
the Counties reserve the right to stipulate the method of disposal used for these wastes and/or give 
preference to use of recycling technology above disposal of the electronic waste.

electronic scrap (not including fluorescent tubes and Mercury Containing Devices) for a period of no 
less than three (3) years. 

2. The vendor will submit references from at least three (3) government agencies to whom they have 
provided a similar service to within the past twenty-four (24) months. 

3. The vendor will submit a Comprehensive Safety Plan for use by the vendor and its subcontractor(s).  
The Comprehensive Safety Plan shall include a Spill (Breakage) Contingency Plan for preventing, 
controlling, containing any breakage at the Counties’ facilities. 

4. The vendor shall submit a Waste Disposal Site List that includes all sites the vendor is planning to use 
for the recycling of electronic scrap, i.e. end markets, and all sites the vendor will use for the disposal 
of any hazardous portions of the Counties’ scrap.  This list will include the name, address, telephone 
number, FAX number, and recycling or disposal method(s) of each site, and will detail the types of 
waste(s) the vendor will dispose of at each site.  If the Waste Disposal Site is an incinerator, the 
vendor will furnish the disposal site’s “Ash Management Plan” as a requirement of the contract. 

5. The vendor will provide proof of market agreements along with their bid.  Such documentation may 
be in the form of letters of agreements/contracts on subcontractor letterhead or copies of agreements 
indicating the scope of the agreement, dates, and signatures. 

6. The vendor will submit a list of all subcontractors the vendor is planning to use during the term of 
this contract.  This list should include the name of the firm(s), address, telephone number, FAX 
number, name of any officer, director, or agent, and the type of work or service the subcontractors 
will be providing. 

7. Additional or alternative disposal sites and/or subcontractors may not be utilized by the vendor for 
services within the scope of this contract without written authorization from the Counties. 

8. The vendor will submit a list of all Notices of Violation the vendor and each subcontractor has 
received in the United States, for the last three (3) years prior to this contract. 

9. The vendor will notify the Counties with forty-eight (48) hours of notice of any legal or regulatory 
action or Notices of Violation taken against the vendor or any of its subcontractors utilized within the 
scope of this project. 

10. All personnel involved in the handling, transportation, treatment, and disposal of materials within the 
scope of this contract will have met all training requirements mandated by federal, state, and local 



ordinance and regulations.  The vendor will provide proof of training to the Counties as part of the bid 
package. 

11. It is the sole responsibility of the vendor to ensure that, should subcontractors be utilized by the 
vendor for any portion of the work, these subcontractors shall meet or exceed the same requirements 
as the vendor. 

12. Damages, penalties, and/or fines imposed on or incurred by the Counties or the vendor for failure to 
obtain and keep current any required licenses or permits will be the responsibility of the vendor. 

13. Damages, penalties, and/or fines imposed on or incurred by the Counties or the vendor for failure to 
comply with any rule, regulation, or special condition applicable to this contract or directly or 
indirectly relating to, or resulting from, the handling, identification, transportation, or disposal of 
materials handled by or managed by the vendor shall be the responsibility of the vendor. 

Shipping Requirements 
The vendor, as the Counties’ contractor, will provide an assistant available by phone and FAX.  This 
person shall have experience and knowledge of the contractor’s company policies and Title 49 of the 
Code of Federal Regulations as it applies to shipping end-of-life electronics. 

1. The vendor will follow all applicable United States Department of Transportation (DOT) regulations 
listed in 49 CFR including Part 392 (Driving Commercial Vehicles), Part 393 (Parts and Accessories 
for Safe Operation), and Part 396 (Inspection, Repair, and Maintenance). 

2. Invoices will list each “TYPE OF ELECTRONIC PRODUCT”, “NUMBER OF UNITS”, “UNIT 
PRICE”, and an extended price for the specified electronic product on its own line item.  The 
“TOTAL PRICE” will be the sum total of all extended prices listed on the document.  It will be 
conspicuously labeled and placed under the column of extended prices. 

3. Other costs and charges will be labeled and separated into individual line items, e.g., transportation 
costs will be a separate line item.  Packing supplies will be a separate line item.  Loading/handling 
will be a separate line item. 

4. Invoices will include the requesting office, agency contact (phone and FAX numbers), purchase order 
number (and issue date), specific location where equipment is consolidated, pick-up/delivery dates, 
and times. 

5. The vendor will provide the Counties with documentation of recycling/disposal actions for all 
materials within 90 days of receipt of materials. 

6. The Vendor will furnish to the Counties a detailed “Summary of Sales” by item at the end of each 
quarter.  The sales summary will include the total number of each “TYPE OF ELECTRONIC
