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Florida Department of Environmental Protection 

Guide to Searching for Certified Minority, Service-Disabled Veteran and 

Women-owned Business Enterprises (M/SDV/MBEs) to 

Participate in Procurement Opportunities 

 

 

The purpose of this guide is to assist Department employees in identifying certified 

minority, service-disabled veteran and women-owned business enterprises 

(M/SDV/WBEs) for participation in procurement opportunities.  This document 

will provide the steps to follow for three different search tools available through 

the internet.  The three options are as follows: 

 

 Office of Supplier Diversityôs Online Directory 

 SPURSview 

 MyFloridaMarketPlace 

 

As you utilize the three methods listed above, you will develop a preference to one 

method over another.  Information regarding the certification status of a 

M/SDV/WBE remains the responsibility of the Office of Supplier Diversity 

(OSD).  Once certified, OSD is responsible for updating vendor profile information 

housed in MyFloridaMarketPlace (MFMP) which is available for searching 

through SPURSview.  If you have questions regarding any information obtained 

through the search methods described within this document, please contact the 

Departmentôs Procurement Section for assistance at 850/245-2361. 

 

 

Option 1:  Office of Supplier Diversityôs Online Directory 

 

In order to reach the website that enables a user to search the directory for certified 

minority business enterprises, users must first do the following: 

 

 Go to www.myflorida.com 

 Under the website header, click on the tab entitled ñFind an Agencyò 

 Click on the link for ñManagement Servicesò 

 Click on the agency title (ñManagement Servicesò) at the top of the screen 

or click on the ñwebsiteò address on the right-hand side of the screen. 

 On the DMS home page click on the link entitled ñOffice of Supplier 
Diversityò [Note: This link is embedded in the paragraph titled ñOther 

Programsò].

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 On the left side of the page, click on the link entitled ñCertified Vendor 

Directoryò

Search tips are provided on the next page for your reference. 
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Throughout this document we will use ñpest controlò services as the example of 

the services being procured by the agency.  Key words describing the goods or 

services are important in locating vendors.  In order to successfully identify a pool 

of vendors, a buyer might utilize this search feature for several different sets of key 

words.  Donôt limit yourself to just one. 
 

Enter the key words ñpest controlò into the Commodity Description search field 

(see below example) and click on ñSearchò.  We have not limited our search to any 

particular county or minority code.  This feature is available to narrow our search if 

desired. 
 

 
 

The first page of the search results appears below.  Using this search method, 

vendors are identified in alphabetical order. 
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Click on a vendor name listed on the page to obtain information regarding their 

certification.  The information provided for the vendor ñA Natural Pest Controlò 

indicates that the vendor was certified as a Non-Minority Female Business 

(Woman-owned Business) for the period of April 2008 to April  2009.  As 

indicated at the beginning of this document, it is the responsibility of OSD to 

maintain and update vendor certification data.  Note:  OSD may continue to 

recognize a vendor as a certified minority business enterprise even though the 

certification dates appear to have expired.  Questions regarding the status of a 

certification can be directed to the Office of Supplier Diversity at 850/487-0915. 

 

Other valuable information that can be gained from this file includes key words 

that might be useful for searching for vendors.  Key words like ñexterminatingò or 

ñfumigatingò. 
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Option 2:  SPURSview (Statewide Purchasing Subsystem View) 

 

The SPURSview tool offers a variety of search features for the public buyer.  In 

order to reach this site, the following steps should be taken. 

 

 Go to www.myflorida.com 

 Look to the left side of the screen and click on the tab entitled ñBusinessò 

 Click on the link for ñDoing Business with the Stateò 

 Locate the column header that reads ñEverything for Vendors and 
Customersò 

 Click on the bulleted item labeled ñStatewide Purchasing Subsystem View 

(SPURSview)ò

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In order to initiate a search for commodities or contractual services sold by 

certified M/SDV/WBEs, select the link entitled ñSearch for Commodities sold by 

Certified Minority Business Enterpriseò.  The following screen should appear. 
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Still using the key words ñpest controlò we are going to initiate a search to locate 

all certified minority businesses that have registered to do business in this 

particular market area.  If we wanted to select specific counties of interest, we 

could choose counties from the drop-down box labeled ñAreas Servedò to narrow 

our search.  But for this example we have checked the box to indicate our desire to 

locate all certified minority vendors statewide.  A sample of the completed request 

form is provided below.
