	Towing 
	Boat sliding off trailer

	Secure winch brake and safety chain to eye hook.
Secure all items in boat prior to towing.

Know your clearances.  
Use locking pin in hitch, ensure trailer safety chains are of sufficient strength and well attached

	Starting 
	Prop hitting objects in bottom of boat or in cage area.
Prop blast sending projectiles

Boat ramming dock or other boats
	Make sure cage area is clean and sound and no loose items on deck.
Secure area behind boat up to two hundred feet, including people.

Boat is in gear on start up, make sure boat is directed in the right direction prior to startup.

	Operation
	Boat taking on water
Losing steering ability

Obstacles – fences, stumps, etc.

Lightning

Engine / Propeller Breakdown,

	Make sure plugs are in and bilge pump is operational.  Watch for backwash over transom when slowing down.  Make sure boat is not overloaded or loaded improperly so it will not list to one side and take water over the gunnel. If possible, avoid rough water by operating in vegetated areas
No keel on airboats, make sure you have enough reserve power to safely steer.

Stay in well used boat trails, watch for fences that become submerged and stumps.  Talk to locals concerning hazards.

Often, operators cannot hear thunder from approaching storms due to the noise made by airboats and the hearing protection devices worn.  Operators should always keep watch for inclement weather.
Although not 100% failsafe, careful attention to and thorough maintenance of engine and propeller will help prevent breakdown in field.

	Loading
	Over shooting the trailer stop and landing in the back of the truck.
Winch strap breaking and causing bodily and vehicle damage.

Boat falls off trailer when exiting the water.

Power Loading
	Know how to properly power load.  Some areas restrict power loading.  Use the winch.
Make sure winch assembly is in good working order and strap/cable is not frayed, cut or in a deteriorated condition.  Slowly winch the boat up on the trailer, if needed back the trailer a little further in the water or use the motor on the boat to assist in recovery.

Make sure winch break is locked and safety cable is attached securely.

On rare occasions, propellers break causing pieces to be propelled at very dangerous velocities.  Never power load if people are within an area that could be hit by flying propeller pieces.
