	Gather proper dive and cleaning equipment

	Unable to complete job. 

	Regulator, pressure and depth gauge, time keeping device, buoyancy compensator, weighting system, dive knife, protective clothing, mask, snorkel, fins, tanks, audible signaling  device, spare air, and scrub pad. 

	Equipment maintenance


	Losses of equipment and/or personal injury. 
	Equipment should be inspected and approved and malfunctioning equipment shall be repaired by a qualified technician or replaced. 

	Dive Plan 


	Loss of work time and divers. An injury becoming worse due to lack of emergency procedures. 
	DPIC make dive plan and have approved before by UDSO. Dive plan should consist of information on participating divers, planned dives, proposed dive site/s, equipment to be used and emergency procedures.

	Check weather and water conditions 
	Diving in dangerous weather that can lead to injury. 
	DPIC to inspect weather and water conditions and check current radar for approaching storms. 

	Assembly equipment and inspect your equipment
	Constricted or restricted breathing, heat loss, or emergency situation where buddy needs to be saved. 
	Properly assemble equipment, inspect equipment to make sure it works and inspect buddy’s equipment to be familiar with their spare air, releases and BCD controls. 

	Walk down to dock and enter water
	Injuring body part of dock. Trip on roots. Insect bites. Landing on a manatee or diver and injuring them or yourself. 

	Practice safe entry techniques, make sure area is clear. Enter on back left side of dock. Walk gear down to dock and put gear on in water. 

	Descend to proper depth
	Dysbarism or squeeze
	Signal buddy and maintain safe descent rate, not to exceed dive table recommended descent rate. Equalize often. 

	Clean windows
	Dysbarism, drowning, overexertion, or CBT underwater observatory and manatees
	Monitor bottom time, breathing gas supply and depth. Do not separate from dive team. Clean windows in an alternating pattern. Observe your surroundings and communicate with dive team.  

	Ascend to surface 
	Dysbarism, reverse squeeze, and incidental contact. 
	Signal buddy, look up and reach up. Maintain safe ascent rate, not to exceed dive table recommended ascent rate and comply with safety stops when required. 

	Exit water
	Injuring body part on dock. Trip on roots. Insect bites.
	Take gear off and place on dock. Have DPIC help lift gear onto dock. Exit the dock on the back left side. Carry gear when leaving dock.

	Properly clean and store gear 
	Equipment damage. 
	Store clean equipment in cool place out of sun. 

	Complete dive log
	Decompression injury from repetitive diving or flying 
	Record time, depth, and surface interval. Report significant deviations from dive plan and other incidents.
