	Identify site/activity PPE needs; Check contents of PPE equipment bag for complete inventory.

Pick up vehicle clip board, check to see if credit card is in clip board as well as keys to vehicle.

	Do not over load bag. Make two trips if necessary or seek help in carrying items to vehicle.

	Proceed to vehicle/Travel to & from site


	(SB) Moving vehicles on road or in parking areas

(SB) Traffic hazards


	Be attentive when crossing traffic and walking within parking areas. Map route to site; have area map available; follow defensive driving practices. 

If using State vehicle: Perform quick vehicle inspection for obvious items such as tire inflation, wind shield wipers, sufficient gas to get to destination, observe State guidelines for use of a State vehicle: make certain procedures regarding accidents, injuries, vehicular break downs or roadside emergencies are available in vehicle.

	Be courteous and diplomatic.

Do not enter site unless accompanied by another person.

a. Heat - know signs of heat stroke, have fluids available at site, take frequent rest breaks.

b. Sun - keep body protected, wear sunscreen when not sampling, wide brimmed hat or hardhat.

c. Inclement conditions - seek covered, secure shelter. 

d. Extreme cold - layered clothing, gloves, hat, etc.

Identify any additional hazards not in DEP file; Be familiar with escape routes and emergency procedures.

	Wear site/activity appropriate PPE; Evaluate inspection process each step of the way to ensure that unprepared events do not over take you during the inspection process; Be methodical and patient during an inspection; Never attempt to hurry an inspection.

	Unknown situation/hazard encountered


	*All Potential Hazard Codes are applicable
	Halt inspection and remove self to position of safety; contact supervisor/office for guidance. If appropriate guidance unavailable, stop inspection and return to the office. If injury has occurred, proceed to nearest emergency medical facility for treatment. Contact supervisor as soon as possible. If you believe you have been exposed to harmful levels of chemicals or physical agents, inform supervisor as soon as possible to get medical monitoring.  All injuries and suspected exposures are to be reported to supervisors. Update exposure log.

	Site exit


	(CW) Contaminated vehicle
	Wash hands promptly.  Contaminated PPE (Booties, tyvek, latex gloves) should be disposed on-site. Remove boots and soiled clothing for secure storage in trunk; decontaminate as soon as possible. Update exposure log.

	Drive home or to next site for inspection.
