	Traffic accidents
	Always wear seat belts.  Drive defensively/follow traffic regs.  Check tires regularly for proper inflation



	
	Hostile neighborhoods
	Be aware of surroundings.  Use buddy system, when possible.  Keep doors locked.  Recommend carrying cellular phone.



	
	Road emergency/vehicle breakdown
	Keep vehicle maintenance up to date.  Keep tools and spare tire in vehicle.  Recommend carrying fire extinguisher, flashlight, battery jumper cables, first aid kit, and cellular phone in vehicle.

	Site inspections
	STF
	Wear skid-resistant soles and steel-toe shoed or boots.  Be aware of surroundings (including rough terrain, construction debris, unstable ground/surfaces, etc.).

Do not climb homemade ladders or unstable structures.  Avoid elevated tanks, or structures, lacking adequate safety features (such as handrails and good quality ladders.).  Do not enter confined spaces with poor visibility.

	
	Asphyxiation and/or inhalation of fumes and chemical vapors.
	Do not enter confined spaces where toxic gases could be trapped, such as empty tanks, manholes, and chemical storage rooms (chlorine, etc.) with poor ventilation.

	
	Electrical hazards
	Do not touch electrical wires (or metal surfaces in contact with wires).

	
	Falling debris and low-hanging objects
	Be aware of surroundings.  Wear hard hat.

	
	Cuts/abrasion from sharp objects, debris, paper cuts, etc.
	Be alert and aware of surroundings.  Wear adequate PPE including appropriate clothing, safety boots, and gloves. Recommend Tetanus immunization.

	
	Dangerous animals and vegetation
	Be aware of you surroundings.  Learn to identify, and avoid, toxic plants such as poison wood trees.  Watch for dangerous animals, such as aggressive dogs, raccoons, snakes and harmful insects.  Wear appropriate clothing and boots and carry mosquito repellent.

	
	Eye/skin contact with biological and chemical contaminants during inspection and sampling.
	Minimize exposure: avoid contact with contaminated surfaces.  Wear adequate PPE, such as appropriate clothing, latex and/or chemical-resistant gloves, and eye protection.  Avoid contact with splashing liquids such as wastewater, treatment chemicals, etc.  Review MSDS for all chemicals/reagents.  Use skin disinfectants such as liquid soap and alcohol gel.  Carry adequate supply of clean water for washing and flushing skin and eyes.  Recommend periodical medical monitoring and Hepatitis immunization.

	
	Excessive noise
	Use hearing protection.

	
	Heat Exhaustion and Sun Exposure
	Avoid dehydration.  Avoid excessive sun and heat exposure.  Wear hats and sunglasses.
