	Insect and snake bite, weather conditions, Heat stress, Chemical exposure, Falling Objects and STF obstacles
	Use insect repellent, Wear proper PPE (Snake chaps), Seek shelter from storms, Drink fluids and take frequent breaks, Plan Escape Routes.

	Identify Areas of Concern


	Chemical/Radiological Exposure
	Avoid contaminated areas, Wear PPE. Use radiation monitors, FIDs and PIDs.

	Enter Structures


	Explosion and 02 deficiency
	Engineering controls, DO NOT ENTER CONFINED SPACES.  Monitor ambient conditions.

	Use PPE, Take Breaks
