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  What is the Purpose of the Regulation?
The Department of Environmental Protection has established an Air General (AG) permit under Rule 62-210.310(4)(f), F.A.C (Florida Administrative Code), for printing operations.  The use of an AG permit serves two purposes: it provides notice to the department of the facility’s operation and also sets the requirements under which the facility is allowed to operate.  Eligible printing operation facilities are not required to use the AG permit, but instead may choose to obtain a regular Air Operating (AO) permit.  The Department, however, expects the AG permit process to be less costly and burdensome than the AO permit process.  This workbook is intended to assist those who choose to seek entitlement to use the AG permit for their printing operations.
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  What Facilities are Eligible to use the Printing Operations AG Permit?
· The owner or operator of a proposed new or existing facility shall determine the facility’s eligibility to use the Air General Permit.

· Eligible facilities must not be a major source as defined in Rule 62-210.200, F.A.C.
· To be eligible for the Printing Operations AG permit, facilities shall use either the mass balance approach, or the material usage approach method to demonstrate compliance with Rule 62-210.310(4)(f)2., F.A.C.:
(a) Mass Balance Approach: The facility shall not emit eighty (80) tons or more of volatile organic compounds (VOCs), eight (8) tons or more of any hazardous air pollutant (HAP), or twenty (20) tons or more of any combination of HAPs in any consecutive twelve (12) month period. The facility shall not rely upon add-on controls to meet these limitations.  The owner/operator or authorized representative shall keep records of material usage and calculations of HAPs and VOCs using a mass balance approach, for each calendar month and each consecutive twelve (12) months, the emissions of VOCs, individual HAPs and total combined HAPs: or,
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  What Facilities are Eligible to use the Printing Operations AG Permit?  (continued)
(b) Material Usage Approach: The facility shall use less than one thousand three hundred thirty-three (1,333) gallons of materials containing any HAP and not exceed the following material usage limitations in any consecutive twelve (12) months.  Specifically, the facility shall:
(1) operate only heatset offset lithographic printing lines and use less than one hundred thousand (100,000) pounds combined, of inks, cleaning solvents, fountain solution concentrate, and fountain solution additives;
(2) operate only non-heatset offset lithographic printing lines and use less than fourteen thousand, two hundred-fifty (14,250) gallons combined, of cleaning solvents, fountain solution concentrate, and fountain solution additives;
(3) operate only digital printing lines and use less than twelve thousand, one hundred (12,100) gallons combined, of solvent based inks, clean-up solutions and other solvent containing materials;
(4) operate only screen or letterpress printing lines and use less than fourteen thousand, two hundred-fifty (14,250) gallons combined, of solvent based inks, clean-up solutions and other solvent containing materials;
(5)
operate only water-based or ultra-violet-cured-material flexographic or rotogravure printing lines and use less than four hundred thousand (400,000) pounds combined, of water-based inks, coatings and adhesives;
(6) operate only solvent-based material flexographic or rotogravure printing lines and use less than one hundred thousand (100,000) pounds combined, of inks, dilution solvents, coatings, cleaning solutions and adhesives; or,
(7) operate any combination of heatset lithographic, non-heatset lithographic, digital, screen or letterpress, rotogravure or flexographic printing lines and use no more than the most stringent of the material usage limitations contained in 62-210.310(4)(f)2.b.(I) through(VI), F.A.C., for the type of printing lines at the facility.  For purposes of determining which limit is the most stringent, the pounds of materials used for heatset offset lithographic lines and flexographic lines shall be converted to the equivalent gallons by dividing by eight and one-half (8.5) pounds per gallon and shall be compared with the limits for non-heatset offset lithographic, digital, screen, and letterpress lines, as applicable for the type of printing lines at the facility.  The most stringent limit shall apply to the total of all material used.
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  What Facilities are Eligible to use the Printing Operations AG Permit?
(Refer to the chart & information below to identify the Printing Process combination(s) and to determine the most stringent limit for the combination(s) chosen.)

(Example:  If you were a printer and your combination printing processes included both Printing Process numbers two (2) and five (5), then the most stringent limit shall apply to the total of all solvent-containing material used.  In this example, the individual Stringent Limit for Combinations (SLC) for each process is 14,250 gals. and 47,059 gals., respectively.  Therefore, the most stringent limit for this combination would be 14, 250 gals.)
· Eligible facilities must not operate any other emission units that would require an AO permit.
· Existing facilities with an AO permit may renew that permit or apply for the AG permit at least 30 days prior to the expiration date of the existing permit.

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  What Happens If I Don’t Comply?
[image: image23.wmf]In addition to emitting pollutants into the environment and potentially exposing people to these emissions, failure to comply with the requirements of the rule, could result in legal action under the Clean Air Act, or state and local rules.  
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  What are the General Conditions of the AG Permit?
The duration of the Printing Operations AG permit is five (5) years.  The owner/operator or authorized representative must submit the proper registration form and processing fee at least thirty (30) days prior to the expiration of the facilities existing AG permit.  The owner/operator or authorized representative shall submit a registration form and fee to the Department prior to a change of ownership, physical change in location, or any proposed new construction, modification or other equipment changes involving the installation of new process or air pollution equipment, alteration of existing process or control equipment without replacement of existing process or control equipment substantially different in terms of capacity, method of operation, material processed, or intended use. 
The owner/operator or authorized representative shall notify the Department in writing prior to any sale, permanent shutdown of the facility, change in the name, telephone number of the facility or owner/operator or authorized representative when it is not a change in ownership. 

NOTE:  The AG permit is not transferable and does not follow a change in ownership of the facility.  The new owner/operator, or authorized representative must submit a new registration form and processing fee of $100.00 at least thirty (30) days prior to the transfer of ownership of the facility to the new owner.
· This AG permit is valid only for the specific activity indicated.  Any deviation from the specified activity and the conditions for undertaking that activity shall constitute a violation of the permit.
· The facility must not emit objectionable odors.
· If, for any reason, the owner or operator of any facility or emissions unit operating under an AG permit does not comply with, or will be unable to comply with any condition or limitation of the permit, the permittee shall immediately provide the appropriate Department of Environmental Protection district office or local air pollution control program office with the following information:
1.   A description of and cause of noncompliance; and,

2.  The period of noncompliance, including dates and times; or, if not corrected, the anticipated time the noncompliance is expected to continue, and steps being taken to reduce, eliminate, and prevent recurrence of the noncompliance.  The permittee shall be responsible for any and all damages which may result.

**Use of the AG does not eliminate the necessity for the owner/operator or authorized representative to obtain any other federal, state, or local permits that may be required, or relieve the owner/operator or authorized representative from the duty to comply with any federal, state, or local requirements that may apply.
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  What are the Record-keeping Requirements?[image: image8.jpg]



To demonstrate compliance:

· the owner/operator or authorized representative shall maintain records of materials used, and calculate actual HAP and VOC emissions (the emissions of VOCs, individual HAPs and total combined HAPs) for each calendar month and each consecutive twelve months using the mass balance approach; or by using the material usage approach for each calendar month and each consecutive twelve (12) months.
· the facility shall use less than one thousand, three hundred thirty-three (1,333) gallons of materials containing any HAP and not exceed the material usage limitations provided in Rule 62-210.310(4)(f)2.(b).(I) through (VII), F.A.C., in any consecutive twelve months.
· the owner/operator or authorized representative shall retain these records, available for Department inspection, for a period of at least five years.  For assistance with the record-keeping and calculations requirements, a Printer’s Compliance Calendar tool is available through the SBEAP office.
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  What if I Change or Modify Equipment?
If the facility installs new process or air pollution control equipment, alters existing process or control equipment without replacement, or replaces existing process or control equipment with equipment substantially different than that noted on the most recent registration form, the owner/ operator or authorized representative shall submit a new and complete AG permit registration form with the appropriate AG permit processing fee of one hundred dollars ($100.00) to the Department of Environmental Protection.
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  What are the Registration Requirements? [image: image11.wmf]
· The owner/operator or authorized representative of an eligible facility comprising one or more printing operations may register to use the Printing Operations Air General permit.

· Any facility wishing to use the AG permit for printing operations must register its intent to use the AG permit by completing and submitting a Printing Operations Air General Permit Registration Form (DEP form No. 62-210.920(1)(f)) to the FDEP at least thirty (30) days prior to beginning operations under the general permit.** 
· The AG permit registration form must be accompanied by the appropriate AG permit processing fee of one hundred dollars ($100.00).
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  What are the Registration Requirements? (continued)
· The form must be signed and certified by an owner/authorized representative of the facility.
