From SR 436 (Semoran Blvd)... turn west on to SR 50 (Colonial Drive) and proceed approximately 1.5
miles to Herndon Avenue. Turn right. The trailhead is located .25 mile north, adjacent to the Fashion
Square Mall and the Post Office.

Northern Trailhead

From SR 436 (Semoran Blvd), turn west on to SR 426 (Aloma Avenue) heading towards Winter Park.
Proceed to Ranger Blvd. Turn south (left). Proceed to Cady Way and turn west (right). The trailhead
is located at Cady Way Park.
