I. INTRODUCTION

. The Declaraticn of Policy cbntainea in Chapter‘75-22, Laws o
Florida, known as the Environmental Reorganization Act, en;éted by

(1) The office recéiving the application will mail to the
other agency any pbrtion pertaining to the other agency no later
than the eng‘of thé\workinq day following receipt of the applicaticn.
Processing timé for permits. will commence after the relevant portion
of the applicatién has been received by the appropri;te agency.

(2) Any additional information needed from the applicant

will be reqguested separately by the agency needing the information

within thirty days of receipt of the application.
(3) Each week both agencies will prepare a list for distribu-
tion of those applications reéeived-auring the week immediately

prior; as well as a list of those applications that have been in

their respective possesion for sixty days from the date of

receipt of a complete application including: the applicant's nanme,

type of project, project location and, if the application has been

in hand by either agency for sixty days, whether the application

is to be modified or if denial is anticipated.

(4) DER will be responsible for obtaining the appropriate
information from its local programs for the coordination sheet.

(5) When a mcdification or possible recommendation of denial
is indicated on either list, the two agencies will attempt to

resolve any conflicts.

(6) Both agencies will continue to work toward adopting
mutually acceptable methods of permit processing in the .interest

of more efficient service to the public. This effort will includs

examination of possible delegation of avthority to consolidate’
varlious categcries of permits.

C. When SRWMD conducts a hearinc on a permit agplication,

Our Department has carefully reviewed Sections 16K-4.021
and 16K-4.035, Florida Administrative Code, which have bkeen
proposed for adoption by the governing board of the South
Florida Water Management District ("District"). A copy of
these proposed rules is attached as Exhibit A. R

This proposed rule, in part, provides for the issuance
of permits by the District to personts who construct and operate
works which drain or discharge waters into waters of the State.
Applicants for such permits must app.y management principles
and technigques which will prctect the water resources of the
District from harm, and assure, inter alia, that water quality
standards, contained in Chapter 17-3, Florida Administrative
Code, will bhe met. :

It appears that, in most cases, the construction and’
cperation of these works, within the coverage of your rule,
would also require peraits from this Department under Sections
403.087 and 403.0838, Florida Statutes. However, within the
vboundaries of the District, the Department is not currently
requiring permits for such drainage activities subject to your
rule. As we have discuszed, it would appear appropriate and
in the best interests of the citizens of the District for the
Departnent to delegate to your District the necessary Chapter
403, Plorida Statutes, authority for the full and proper
