A Water Quality -2 Action Plan: Reduce the Occurrence of

Step 1: Ask local governments and utility providers to identify the location of
previous sewer overflows within the LWL and detail the condition of these
systems

Step 2: Monitor all future sewer overflows to determine estimated

wastewater and sewage spills. Work with local, County, and State

governments to improve data collection, develop a unified and standardized
reporting form for all PBC utilities, and keep information on overflows at a

central location in the County or the Florida DOH Healthy Beaches website.
