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This document is to be used by the BPSS for active State-funded cleanups to acknowledge either that work performed pursuant to PFP/PBC work orders was performed as appropriate or that some or all of the work was unacceptable (and when milestones are achieved, so that invoices may be submitted for payment), and to issue technical comments when appropriate.  If the consultant notifies you that the property owner plans to propose conditional closure, issue “AcknowledgmentOfIntentToProposeIC” to help expedite the process.  When some types of documents are approved, it is necessary to issue also a formal approval to comply with Chapter 62‑770, F.A.C. requirements, as follows:
(1) When a Pilot Test Plan that involves any type of aquifer injection will be approved, issue “UICOrder”

(2) When a Remedial Action Plan may be approved:

(a) If the Temporary Point of Compliance will be located inside the source property boundaries, issue “RAPApprovalOrder”

(b) If the Temporary Point of Compliance will be located beyond the source property boundaries, first issue “RAPApprovalProvisional” and “TPOCNoticeRAP”, and later issue “RAPApprovalOrder” when the time frames for petition outlined in the TPOC Notice have expired and there are no objections to the FDEP’s proposed action

(3) When a Remedial Action Plan Modification may be approved:

(a) If no injection of a fluid will be approved (or injection of a fluid will be approved but it is the same fluid approved in the RAP), issue “RAPModApproval”

(b) If injection of a fluid will be approved that was not approved in the RAP, issue “UICOrder”

(4) When a Natural Attenuation Monitoring Plan (if Groundwater CTLs were not met) included in an O&M Report or RA Letter Report will be approved:

(a) If the Temporary Point of Compliance will be located inside the source property boundaries (or if the TPOC will be located beyond the source property boundaries but TPOC Notice was provided prior to RAP approval), issue “NAM‑PRMApprovalLetter”

(b) If the Temporary Point of Compliance will be located beyond the source property boundaries and TPOC Notice was not provided prior to RAP approval, first issue “NAMApproval_Provisional” and “TPOCNoticeNAM”, and later issue “NAM‑PRMApprovalLetter” when the time frames for petition outlined in the TPOC Notice have expired and there are no objections to the FDEP’s proposed action

(5) When a Post Active Remediation Monitoring Plan (if Groundwater CTLs were met) included in an O&M Report or RA Letter Report will be approved, issue “NAM‑PRMApprovalLetter”

(6) When a No Further Action Proposal included in a Site Assessment Report or Site Rehabilitation Completion Report may be approved:

(a) If closure without restrictions [62‑770.680(1), F.A.C.] is recommended and no facility restoration such as well abandonment or removal of remediation equipment is necessary, issue “SRCO”

(b) If closure without restrictions [62‑770.680(1), F.A.C.] is recommended but facility restoration such as well abandonment or removal of remediation equipment is necessary, first issue “NFAPApprovalProvisional”, and later issue “SRCO” when the Well Abandonment Report has been received and reviewed
