INTRODUCTION
This form is to apply for: Attached is a joint application for:
1)
An environmental resource permit (ERP) permit activities regulated under Part IV of Chapter 373, F.S.,; to construct, alter, operate, , maintain or repair (excluding routine, custodial maintenance), abandon, or remove a surface water management system;
2)
An authorization to activities which require authorization to use state-owned submerged lands, for activities located on such lands; and

3)
A activities which require federal dredge and fill permit under Section 404 of the Clean Water Act and Section 10 of the Rivers and Harbors Act of 1899.

Certain activities may qualify for an exemption.  If an activity qualifies for an exemption, an application is not required, although the use of this application form is the most expeditious way for the agencies to make the determination that the activity qualifies for an exemption.  Attachment 2 lists various regulated activities and the type of permit required for each activity.  If you have any questions, please contact the staff of the nearest office of either the Florida Department of Environmental Protection (DEP) or a Water Management District (WMD).
PROCESSING AGENCY/DISTRICT SERVICE CENTERS
The Department of Environmental Protection ("Department" or "DEP") regulates some types of activities, and the Water Management Districts ("WMDs") regulate others.  In addition, some local governments have been delegated the authority to review and take agency action on the Environmental Resource Permit (ERP) permit on behalf of the DEP or WMD.  Attachment 1, DEP/WMD Permitting Responsibilities, specifies which activities are regulated by each agency.  ERP Environmental Resource Permit Applications shall be made to the appropriate DEP or WMD District/Department office serving the area in which the activity is proposed.  Attachment 4 designates Tthe appropriate agency office for each geographic area is shown in Attachment 4.

COPIES/APPLICATION FEES

If you are submitting a paper version of the application, sSubmit one an original signed application form plus four copies of the form, and five complete sets of all the requested drawings and other information to the appropriate DEP or WMD office.  Submit the appropriate fee with your application.  Application fees are listed in Attachment 3.  Several agencies now allow this application form to be submitted electronically on the Internet; in those cases, follow the on-line submittal requirements of that agency.  DO NOT submit the application form directly to the Corps (see below).
DISTRIBUTION TO U.S. ARMY CORPS OF ENGINEERS

Do not submit the application to the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (ACOE).  Some agencies have an electronic portal that allows the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers (ACOE) to retrieve application information when it is submitted to the DEP, WMD, or delegated local government.  When a paper copy of an ERP application is submitted to the DEP, WMD, or delegated local government that involves activities are proposed in, on, or over wetlands or other surface waters, a portion of the application (Sections A and Section C of the application, together with the applicable associated drawings) will be forwarded to the ACOE Army Corps of Engineers (ACE) by the reviewing agency.  The ACOE will advise you of any additional information that may be required to complete your federal dredge and fill permit application.  It is not necessary for the applicant to submit a separate application to the ACOE.  The information requested in this application form may be more than required to make a complete application to the ACOE.  However, it is useful and may be essential for subsequent evaluation.  Reducing unnecessary paperwork and delays is a continuing goal of the agencies ACOE.

DISTRIBUTION TO THE DEP FOR STATE LAND APPROVAL

If activity is located on, or has the potential to be located on the applicant checks the box to request authorization to use state-owned sovereign submerged lands, the DEP Department or WMD will begin processing the request for state-owned sovereign submerged lands approval.  Additionally, if at any time during the processing of the application, it appears that the proposed activities may take place on state-owned submerged lands, the Department will initiate a review for the authorization to use such lands.  See Attachment 5 fFor an explanation of state-owned sovereign submerged lands approval see Attachment 5.

EXEMPTIONS
Certain activities may qualify for an exemption under statute or rule, and others fall below thresholds for needing a permit.  You do not need to submit an application  for most exempt activities.  However, if you need written verification as to whether you qualify to conduct an exempt activity, do not use this form.  Instead, you have four options:
1)
Complete and submit Form 62-343.900(11) — “Exemption Verification Request,” to the applicable agency.
2)
In lieu of the above form, you may submit a letter requesting verification of an exemption.
3)
Some WMDs have provisions for submitting notices for verification of exemptions electronically on the Internet.
4)
Certain activities may qualify for use of the DEP on-line self-certification portal at http://portal.dep.state.fl.us.

All exemption verification requests must contain a location map of sufficient detail to allow someone who is unfamiliar with the site to travel to and locate the specific site of the activity; two sets of construction plans, drawings, and other supporting documents that clearly and legibly depict and describe the proposed activities in a detail to demonstrate compliance with the terms, conditions, and limitations of the exemption; the processing fee of $100; permission from the landowner for staff to enter and inspect the property site subject to the exemption; and identification (by number and name, if known) to the rule or statutory exemption sought

Attachment 1 to Instructions for Joint Application

Summary of DEP and WMD Permitting Responsibilities
The Department of Environmental Protection ("Department" or "DEP") is responsible for issuing (or denying) permits for some types of activities.  The Water Management Districts ("WMDs") issue (or deny) the remaining types.  You must submit your permit application to the agency which is responsible for permitting your proposed activities.  This summary covers typical cases; applicants with non-typical situations or who need further clarification should contact the nearest DEP or WMD office.

THE DEPARTMENT is responsible for reviewing and taking agency action on the following activities (including compliance and enforcement):

· Systems serving or consisting of up to three contiguous parcels of land under single ownership, where each parcel contains or is proposed to contain designed to accommodate only one single-family dwelling unit, duplex, triplex, or quadruplex (dwelling unit), except where the dwelling unit is only an incidental part of a parcel that is otherwise used for agricultural activities for which a permit under Part IV of Chapter 373, F.S., has been issued or is required, or where the dwelling unit is located within the Wekiva River Protection Area described in Section 369.301(9), F.S. on a contiguous ownership of property of five acres or less, provided the single-family dwelling unit, duplex, triplex, or quadruplex is not part of a larger common plan of development or sale proposed by the applicant.  The term "system" means a stormwater management system, dam, impoundment, reservoir, appurtenant work or works, or any combination thereof, including dredged or filled areas.  This term includes the construction of docks, seawalls, structures, and all other types of dredging or filling in surface waters and wetlands.

· Projects that also need a waste treatment or management permit from DEP:

-
Solid waste (except certain activities that qualify for general permits)

-
Hazardous waste (except where the storage of hazardous waste is an incidental part of the facility)

-
Domestic or industrial wastewater , including facilities and activities located at the domestic or industrial wastewater treatment facility; all reuse site permitted under Parts II or IV of Chapter 62-610; land application sites permitted under Part VI of Chapter 62-610; and wetlands crated using reclaimed water.  However, the WMD is responsible for the review and agency action on applications for:

· Water reuse sites permitted under Part III of Chapter 62-610, F.A.C.(except for certain applications);
· Activities involving the application of reclaimed water to rehydrate wetlands or to provide artificial recharge to reduce or mitigate drawdowns from well withdrawal;
· Facilities subject to requirements of WMD rules through a system or activity that is not fully contained on the domestic or industrial wastewater site, but which is part of a larger project for which the WMD has permitting responsibility;
· Facilities Industrial wastewater (except certain activities that qualify for general permits under Rules 62-660.801, 62-660.802, 62-660.803, or 62-660.805, or 62-621.300(2), F.A.C.;
· Facilities in which the industrial wastewater component is merely a heating, ventilation or air conditioning cooling tower discharge, or other industrial wastewater treatment facility which is merely an incidental component of a project for which the WMD has permitting responsibility.
· Potable water facilities, including drinking water treatment plants and distribution mains, except for distribution lines fully contained within systems for which the WMD has permitting responsibility
· All mining projects, (excluding mines (borrow pits) for sand, shell, or clay) that do not involve processing other than use of a scalping screen to remove large rocks, wood, and debris.

· Power plants and electrical distribution and transmission lines, including associated facilities related to the production, transmission, and distribution of electricity, except for electrical distribution lines fully contained within a larger plan of development for which the WMD has permitting responsibility.
· Communication cables and lines except for communication cables and lines fully contained within a larger plan of development for which the WMD has permitting responsibility.

· Natural gas or petroleum exploration activities and facilities, and product pipelines, except for natural gass distribution lines fully contained within a larger plan of development for which the WMD has permitting responsibility.

· Docking facilities, boardwalks, shore protection structures, and piers, involving the creation of 10 or more new boat slips, including adjacent docking-and boating related development and associated navigational dredging, except where the docking facility and associated navigational dredging is part of a larger plan of other commercial or residential development that has received or requires a permit under Part IV of Chapter 373, F.S.  The term "adjacent docking-related development" includes parking areas for the docking facility, dry storage facilities, boat sales and supply facilities, maintenance and repair facilities, associated seafood loading and processing facilities, restaurants, and harbor master and marina administration facilities; residential development and other commercial development are not considered docking or boating related.  The WMD will review and act on applications for docking facilities, boardwalks, shore protection, or piers serving a dwelling unit associated with an activity for which the WMD has permitting responsibility.
· Activities proposed in whole or in part seaward of the coastal construction control line.

· Formal determinations of the landward extent of wetlands and other surface waters when requested by entities regarding properties for proposed activities in which the DEP would have permitting responsibility.

· Magnetic levitation demonstration projects.

· Mitigation banks proposed on WMD-owned lands, and banks proposed by governmental entities solely to offset impacts of single-family dwelling unit activities for which the DEP has permitting responsibility primarily for: mining or power production; governmental solid waste facilities; governmental domestic wastewater facilities; industrial waste facilities; communication cables and lines; natural gas or petroleum exploration activities and facilities; and product pipelines; navigational dredging projects conducted by governmental entities; seaports; and modifications of permits previously issued by the Department.

· Modification of permits issued by the Department.  If the permit has been modified, the agency that issued the last modification to the permit shall process the modification.  Modifications to Management and Storage of Surface Waters (MSSW) Permits shall be processed by the appropriate Water Management District, except that the Department shall process modifications of MSSW permits for solid waste facilities, and mining projects, and seaports and seaport-related development.

· All applications for wetland resource permits within the territory of the Northwest Florida Water Management District.

THE SOUTH FLORIDA, SOUTHWEST FLORIDA, ST. JOHNS RIVER, AND SUWANNEE RIVER WATER MANAGEMENT DISTRICTS are responsible for reviewing and taking agency action (including compliance and enforcement) on all other Environmental Resource Permit aApplications that are not the responsibility of the DEP.  
Separate rules and a separate Operating Agreement is in effect within the THE NORTHWEST FLORIDA WATER MANAGEMENT DISTRICT is responsible for reviewing and taking agency action (including compliance and enforcement) for agriculture and silviculture activities.

Summary of Exemptions, Noticed General Permits, and Other Types of Activities Typically Authorized by Each Permits Type
The following is a list of exemptions and noticed general permits that may apply to your project, as well as a summary of the types of individually-processed permits.These summary lists will assist an applicant in determining what type of permit their project will normally require.  These lists are only a brief summary of the various exemptions or permit types and do not contain all of the requirements for each exemption or permit.  Applicants unfamiliar with the details of all the requirements which apply to the various exemptions or permit types, or uncertain of how the conditions would apply to a specific situation, should review Chapter 62-343, F.A.C., and the rules of the water management district applicable to the location of the activity.  Applicants are further encouraged to discuss their project with staff of the appropriate reviewing agency before submitting an application.
EXEMPTIONS
Before conducting an activity, you should first carefully review the actual language of the exemptions contained in the following Florida Statutes and rules of the Department and water management district to determine if the activity may qualify for an exemption:

You do not normally need to apply for a permit for these activities, and most do not require you to submit a notice to request verification of qualification for the exemption.  However, many local governments will want to see such verification before they will issue a local authorization, and some exemptions [such as certain maintenance dredging in s. 403.813(1)(f), F.S., dirt road paving by local governments in s. 403.813(1)(t), F.S., and organic detrital removal in s. 403.813(1)(u), F.S., does require notice of intent to use an exemption to be provided to the Department).  In such cases, the Department has adopted Form 62-343.900(11) to facilitate requesting verification of qualification to use an exemption.  The Department also has an Internet-based Self Certification for certain exemptions, which may be accessed at: http://portal.dep.state.fl.us/portal/page/portal/myFDEP.  If you are uncertain if your specific project meets the conditions for an eExemption, contact the agency with jurisdiction in the location where the activity is proposed.

· The repair or replacement of existing functional pipes or culverts, the purpose of which is the discharge or conveyance of stormwater

· The performance of maintenance dredging of existing manmade canals, channels, basins, berths, and intake and discharge structures

· The maintenance of functioning insect control structures, and the maintenance of functioning dikes and functioning irrigation and drainage ditches, including roadway drainage ditches

· The maintenance of previously-permitted minor silviculture surface water management systems

· The restoration of less than 100 feet in length of existing insect control impoundment dikes and the connection of such impoundments to tidally-influenced waters

· The installation, replacement or repair of mooring pilings and dolphins associated with private docking facilities and the installation of private docks or piers, and piers and recreational docking facilities of local governmental entities, of 1,000 square feet or less of surface area over wetlands or other surface waters that are not located within Outstanding Florida Waters, or 500 square feet or less of surface area over wetlands or other surface waters for docks which are located in Outstanding Florida Waters

· Construction of private docks of 1000 square feet or less of surface area over wetlands or other surface waters in artificially-created waterways where construction will not violate water quality standards, impede navigation, or adversely affect flood control

· The replacement or repair of existing docks and mooring piles within their existing location
· The installation and maintenance to design specifications of boat ramps on artificial bodies of water, or the installation and maintenance to design specifications of certain boat ramps open to the public in any wetlands or other surface waters

· Construction of seawalls or riprap in artificially-created waterways

· The restoration of a seawall or riprap at its previous location or within one foot waterward of its previous location

· The construction of private vertical seawalls in wetlands or other surface waters and the construction of riprap revetments, where such construction adjoins at both ends existing seawalls or riprap, follows a continuous and uniform construction line with the existing seawalls or riprap, is no more than 150 feet in length

· The installation of overhead transmission lines with support structures that are not located in wetlands or other surface waters
· The installation of subaqueous transmission and distribution lines laid on, or embedded in, the bottoms of wetlands or other surface waters

· The replacement or repair of subaqueous transmission and distribution lines laid on, or embedded in, the bottoms of wetlands or other surface waters

· Activities necessary to preserve, restore, repair, remove, or replace an existing communication or power pole or line

· Installation, removal, and replacement of utility poles that support telephone or communication cable lines, or electric distribution lines of 35 kV or less

· The replacement or repair of existing open-trestle foot bridges and vehicular bridges that are 100 feet or less in length and two lanes or less in width
· The repair, stabilization, or paving of certain existing county-maintained roads and repair or replacement of bridges that are part of the roadway
· Construction or maintenance of culverted driveways or roadway crossings and bridges of artificial waterways

· The installation of aids to navigation

· The use of rotenone, by Florida Game and Fresh Water Fish Commission

· Construction of fresh water fish attractions by Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Game and Fresh Water Fish Commission, U.S. Forest Service, and county and municipal governments

· Installation of piling support structures associated with water quality testing or monitoring equipment by the Department or the Water Management Districts
· The removal of aquatic plants and associated removal of organic detrital material in accordance with a permit or exemption under Sections 369.20 or 369.25, F.S.
· Certain removal by a residential property owner of organic detrital material from freshwater rivers or lakes for environmental enhancement
· The construction, installation, operation, and maintenance of certain floating vessel platforms or floating boat lifts
NOTICED GENERAL ENVIRONMENTAL RESOURCE PERMIT
Listed below are activities which may qualify for a Noticed General Permit.  Applicants who believe their projects might qualify are encouraged to should discuss the proposed project with the agency with jurisdiction in the location where the activity is proposed, and should carefully review; obtain a copy of the applicable rule section(s) where the detailed terms, conditions, limitations and restrictions are listed; and then file an application. Construction, alteration, operation, maintenance or repair (other than routine custodial maintenance), abandonment, or removal of activities regulated under Part IV of Chapter 373, F.S., that which do not qualify for an exemption, a no-notice general permit, or a noticed general permit must authorized through an individual permit.  For purposes of the Department’s implementation of the environmental resource permit program under Part IV of Chapter 373, F.S., the term “individual permit” includes all types of individually-processed permits, including standard, standard general, and general permits as those permit types are described in the rules of the water management districts adopted by reference by the Department in Chapter 62-330, F.A.C., conceptual approval permits, and mitigation bank permits, may qualify for a Standard General Permit, if those activities meet all (except as noted) the criteria listed below.  Applicants who are uncertain, especially with regard to "incidental site activities", should contact the appropriate reviewing agency.  Applicants must file a permit application for any project which meets the criteria for a Standard General Permit. 

· System must not be capable of impounding a volume of water more than 120 acre-feet, and

· Construction or alteration involving less than one acre of wetlands, and

· Project size is less than 100 acres, and

· The number of boat slips is less than ten.

· Is limited to incidental site activities (not applicable in St. Johns River WMD and Southwest Florida WMD).

INDIVIDUAL, AND CONCEPTUAL, ENVIRONMENTAL RESOURCE PERMIT
Any project or activity involving the construction, alteration, operation, maintenance, repair, or abandonment of any surface water or stormwater management system, dam, impoundment, reservoir, appurtenant work or works - including dredging and filling, and establishment and maintenance of a mitigation bank - must receive an Individual, or a Conceptual, Environmental Resource Permit, unless the project qualifies for an exemption or some type of general permit.

Differences Between “Proprietary” and “Regulatory” Programs

The following summarizes the proprietary and regulatory functions of the Department of Environmental Protection’s (DEP's) Submerged Lands and Environmental Resources program.

The word “regulatory” refers to a type of authority that allows an entity of the government, such as DEP, to limit certain activities on private property, as well as on publicly-owned lands, to some specific degree for the greater public good.  DEP, in its regulatory capacity, is required by acts of the Florida Legislature, to protect the natural resources of the state, such as air, water and wildlife, to einsure that these resources will be healthy and abundant for present and future generations.  DEP's Submerged Lands and Environmental Resources regulatory program reviews applications for proposed works in wetlands and other surface waters, as well as in uplands, that can affect water quality and quantity, to ensure compliance with the Florida Administrative Code and Florida Statutes.

Over a century ago, the Governor and Cabinet, as the State of Florida Board of Trustees of the Internal Improvement Trust Fund (Trustees), were designated by the state legislature as the Trustees of sovereign submerged lands.  All tidally influenced waters to the mean high water line and navigable fresh water bodies to the ordinary high water line in existence when Florida became a state in 1845 are considered sovereign.  In accordance with the Constitution of the State of Florida, these lands are held in trust by the state for all the people.  As the Trustees, the Governor and Cabinet have proprietary (ownership) authority over sovereign submerged lands and their uses and are responsible for einsuring that these lands and the associated aquatic resources remain healthy and in abundance for present and future generations.

The DEP, in addition to its regulatory capacity, acts as the staff to the Trustees in the review of proposed uses of state-owned sovereign submerged lands.  If you are proposing to conduct an activity in waters that are not sovereign submerged lands, you will only be required to meet regulatory standards.  If your proposed activity is located on state-owned sovereign submerged lands, you will be required to meet both regulatory and proprietary requirements of the Florida Statutes and Florida Administrative Code.

· The installation of transmission and distribution lines, not subject to the Transmission Line Siting Act, Sections 403.52-4035.365, F.S., which do not cross DEP district boundaries;

· Activities, regardless of size, that also require a solid waste management permit under chapters 62-701, F.A.C.; or

· Activities more appropriately reviewed by a district office of the Department, as determined by the Secretary or the Secretary'’ designee.

Please submit applications to the DEP DIVISION office for the following:

· Activities that exceed the criteria listed above;

· Mitigation banks. Regardless of size;

· Activities conducted by the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers, regardless of size;

· The construction or installation of transmission or distribution lines and pipelines that cross DEP district boundaries;
· The expansion of an activity that was previously permitted by the Division of Environmental Resource Permitting;
· Activities at ports, regardless of size or the number of slips proposed;

· Activities required to develop applications for certification under the Siting Acts contained in Chapters 341 and 403, F.S.;

· Activities which also require a coastal construction permit pursuant to Section 161.041, F.S.; or

· Activities more appropriately reviewed by the Division, as determined by the Secretary or the Secretary’s designee.

 161.041  Permits required.-- 

(1)  If any person, firm, corporation, county, municipality, township, special district, or any public agency desires to make any coastal construction or reconstruction or change of existing structures, or any construction or physical activity undertaken specifically for shore protection purposes, or other structures and physical activity including groins, jetties, moles, breakwaters, seawalls, revetments, artificial nourishment, inlet sediment bypassing, excavation or maintenance dredging of inlet channels, or other deposition or removal of beach material, or construction of other structures if of a solid or highly impermeable design, upon sovereignty lands of Florida, below the mean high-water line of any tidal water of the state, a coastal construction permit must be obtained from the department prior to the commencement of such work. The department may exempt interior tidal waters of the state from the permit requirements of this section. No such development shall interfere, except during construction, with the use by the public of any area of a beach seaward of the mean high-water line unless the department determines such interference is unavoidable for purposes of protecting the beach or any endangered upland structure. The department may require, as a condition to granting permits under this section, the provision of alternative access when interference with public access along the beach is unavoidable. The width of such alternate access may not be required to exceed the width of the access that will be obstructed as a result of the permit being granted. Application for coastal construction permits as defined above shall be made to the department upon such terms and conditions as set forth by rule of the department. Except for the deepwater ports identified in s. 403.021(9)(b), the department shall not issue any permit for the construction of a coastal inlet jetty or the excavation or maintenance of such an inlet if the activity authorized by the permit will have a significant adverse impact on the sandy beaches of this state without a mitigation program approved by the department. In evaluating the mitigation program, the department shall take into consideration the benefits of the long-term sand management plan of the permittee and the overall public benefits of the inlet activity.
