“Fish Cleaning Stations”

Chapter 18-21, Sovereignty Submerged Lands Management
18-21.004  Management Policies, Standards, and Criteria.

The following management policies, standards, and criteria shall be used in determining whether to approve, approve with conditions or modifications, or deny all requests for activities on sovereignty submerged lands.
(1) General Proprietary.

(a) through (f) No change.
(g)
Activities on sovereignty lands shall be limited to water dependent activities, except for the following situations.

1.
When only unless the board determines that it is in the public interest to allow an exception as determined by a case-by-case evaluation.



2.
Public projects which are primarily intended to provide access to and use of the waterfront may be permitted to contain minor uses which are not water dependent if:



a.1.  Located in areas along seawalls or other nonnatural shorelines;



b.2.  Located outside of aquatic preserves or class II waters; and



c.3.  The nonwater dependent uses are incidental to the basic purpose of the project, and constitute only minor nearshore encroachments on sovereign lands.



3. 
Fish cleaning stations constructed or installed on public or private docks, piers, bulkheads, jetties or other structures in, on, or over sovereignty submerged lands, if they meet all of the following criteria.  Failure to comply with these criteria will result in removal or modification of the structure.



a.
The fish cleaning station shall be designed to minimize preemption of sovereignty submerged land.  The fish cleaning station shall be designed and located so there is no increase in the overwater footprint of the decking or structure where it is located.


b.
The station may be covered, provided the cover does not extend beyond the footprint of the dock or other structure on which the station is located, but shall not be further enclosed by walls, screens, doors, windows, or other means. 


c.
To prevent disposal in the water, all fish carcasses, bones, and pieces are collected and disposed of in a receptacle provided on the dock or may be disposed of appropriately on the uplands.  However, liquids and loose fish scales released during cleaning are not subject to this requirement.



d.
An educational sign is installed and maintained adjacent to, or incorporated into the design of, the fish cleaning station providing information on the importance of keeping fish cleaning wastes out of the water and the harmful effects of such waste to water quality, birds and other wildlife, and submerged resources.  The sign shall be of a size and content that can be easily seen and read by a person using the station.
      4.  Items of a mobile, temporary and accessory nature (such as floor mats, flower pots, kayak racks, decorative lighting, and dock boxes) that are without adverse environmental impact and that are related to a water-dependent activity for which use of sovereignty submerged lands is authorized may be placed or stored on the authorized structure.  Such ancillary items, however, shall not be justification for authorization of a structure or facility design that preempts greater area than would otherwise be necessary to accommodate the primary activity for which the structure is authorized and reasonable minimum access to sovereignty submerged lands. However, such items that can cause shading of submerged lands resources shall not be located over light-dependent submerged resources or on portions of a structure that are required to have minimal deck planking spacing or other requirements to maximize light penetration to submerged resources.
